|dentifying Aquatic Insects Around Your Pond

Larvae Predators: Fish, particularly Trout, eat Caddisfly

Genus: Order Trichoptera

Larvae Food: Typically eats algae and plants;. Some spe-
cies eat smaller insects and small fish eggs.

How it lives in / around your ponds: The presence of
this larvae usually means the pond is balanced and the
ecosystem is healthy. The larvae use their saliva to create
cases from twigs, leaves and small rocks, to conceal them-
selves (especially in fast running streams).
