Surviving Winter!

It is important to ensure your koi are
in a healthy environment during the
freezing winter months.

What to do:
» Keep a hole open in the ice.
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e Do not feed your koi when your
water temperature falls below 47°
Fahrenheit.

e Watch for predators such as
mink, raccoons, opossums, water
rats. See web-link to indentify
tracks found in the snow:

e If you experience problems with
wildlife, contact your local Animal
Control.

e NEVER break the ice as the im-
pact will harm your koi and may
result in loss!

How to keep a hole in the ice:

You can use an Air Pump or Pond
Heater / Deicer to keep a hole in the
ice.

Air Pump(s) placed
at the lowest spot
in your pond will
keep the water
moving, which will
keep a ‘hole’ open
for toxic gases to
escape. See example (to left).

Pond Heaters / Deicers keep a hole in
the ice by warming the immediate
area.

Submersible and floating types avail-
able (shown above) may be used in
ponds, depending on size and depth.

ldentifying Aquatic Insects Around Your Pond

Bug Name: Blue Dasher (skimmer)

Genus: Pachydiplax

Bug Food: Other flying insects such as mosquitoes
and gnats.

Bug Larvae Food: Larvae eat almost anything in-
cluding very small fish, fish eggs, frog eggs, and
Tadpoles.

How it lives in / around your ponds: Dashers live

near any body of water including marshes, streams,
ponds, and lakes. Also, they are quite tolerant of
polluted water. To eat, they perch themselves on a
plant, waiting for their prey, and will dart out to catch
it when it’s within reac
